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Bangladesh is a country of natural disaster. Every year a large amount of crops are damaged due to the flood and natural hazards. As a result food deficit arises and economic system weakens. Government has been giving special importance on agriculture to achieve economic self- reliance by recovering the frequent food deficiency; flood control drainage irrigation projects are established with a view to fulfilling this target. We see in Bangladesh there are some small and large irrigation projects. Meghna Dhonagoda project of flood control drainage and irrigation is one of those.

If one element of environment gets changed it affects or changes the others. The establishment of flood control embankment affects the other elements like land human and other physical environment. It is taken from the survey that the environment of area was same comparing to other area before the embankment, but the establishment of flood control drainage irrigation project has brought changes to the environment.

Meghna Dhonagoda embankment projects are planned for improving agricultural production through improved method of flood control, drainage and irrigation. In order to increase food production, the environmental effects have been totally ignored. There are still many areas which do not get irrigation facilities. For this reason, negative environmental impacts are taking place. The agricultural production is increasing in the area and on the other hand, several negative environmental impacts are coming up. Farmers are using more and more fertilizers, insecticides without considering the environmental sustainability. For these reasons, the research has found it’s justification to know the environmental condition and the present scenario of the area inside the Meghna-Dhonagoda embankment.  
This particular thesis is based on primary data and all the information and data have been selected from the selected Thana and Mouza through questionnaire. Mouza map has been used through photo shop, paint shop and other computer programme in different stages of the research. FGD was conducted to determine the effects. 
The findings of the study reflected in a way that, being the improved sanitation system the water transmits diseases like Cholera, Diarrhea have increased along with skin diseases; Jaundice due to the polluted water. Animal portion has also decreased along with the increased nature of starch from vegetables, rice and other nourishments. The study also found the socio-economic structural changes after establishing the flood control embankment like the informal sector became a main source of income as well as the transformation of transportation mood like now at these days rickshaw, cycle, van, motorbike are using for communication purpose instead of boat. 
The research wrapped up with some recommendations like-long term observation to be required to know the changes in environment; environmental baseline survey must be ensured before constructing the embankment so that degradation can be defined; irrigation facilities should be accelerated with the proper water management services; fish farming, poultry, dairy farm increasing should be encouraged for self and economic development with the assistance of Government; women as well as men should be expectant in vegetation around the dwelling places in addition to tree plantation; vast programme should be introduced to observe the qualitative standard of  production along with the proper change system which will keep the water pollution free from agro-chemicals; awareness programme should be launched by the government so that the mothers can keep their children aloof from diseases like warm, asthma, polio etc. Moreover, women education should be encouraged through Government and NGO initiatives.
